Pentecost celebrates the coming of the Holy Spirit.  The Hebrew 
word for Spirit is Ruah, meaning “breath or wind.”  The writer 
uses this image of wind to capture God’s creating power.  “When 
God created the heavens and the earth…a mighty wind was 
sweeping over the waters (Genesis 1:1).  Pentecost ushers in the 
new covenant, the good news that was foretold by the prophets.  
It is the fiftieth day when the Spirit was poured out on the first 
Christian community, giving it the strength and confidence to 
testify publicly to the resurrection.  Easter is not just a celebration 
of the resurrection of Jesus Christ, but it is an extension of his 
ministry through the Spirit to the Church.  
 
The Holy Spirit (the Paraclete) walks alongside those who need a 
comforter.  The Spirit comforts the afflicted.  Jesus prepared his 
disciples for his absence and assured them that they would never 
be alone.  He would send the Paraclete who would walk 
alongside of them to uphold them in their loneliness, their fears, 
when they face persecution and when the journey became too 
long for them.  The Spirit dwells within every believer to guide 
and lead everyone to the truth.  We too are disciples and the 
Spirit teaches us the way to live!  The Paraclete, the Spirit of 
Truth, will remain with us forever, just as Jesus will never leave 
us.
