Adult Formation 
 

This is Part II of interesting and sacramental facts with 
regards to Adult Confirmation. 
 
Today, when Catholics are confirmed at a later age, 
they have been able to take a step toward owning 
their own faith!  Like the Samaritan villagers in the 
New Testament, they are able to say, “Our faith no 
longer  on your story.  We have heard for 
ourselves and we have come to know and to believe.”   
Like them, take courage and listen with  your heart 
and be open to the Holy Spirit.  When you are 
confirmed, you are anointed with the holy oil, Chrism.  
There are 3 holy oils which express God’s tenderness.   
Oil of the Catechumens (for baptism), Oil of the sick 
(used for healing in the sacrament of the sick) and 
Holy .  These are soothing, strengthening and 
sanctifying oils.  When it is consecrated, perfume is 
mixed into the oil and the aroma when it is used 
signifies that the recipient is enveloped by the Holy 
Spirit.  Chrism symbolizes that the person is part of 
heaven’s “royal family”. 
 
So, allow yourself to be open to the Spirit and see 
what comes.  That’s it!  It doesn’t take a lot of words, 
just some quiet time with God, spirit to Spirit.  Please
