Regarding the 2021 In-Pew Weekend
Moving to February 20-21

Unfortunately, just as COVID has impacted our parishes,
we can also see is negative on the Catholic Charities
Appeal, which has witnessed a net loss this year of more
than 5,000 of its annual 48,000 donors. Thankfully, pledges
and cash are flat compared to 2019. That means we're
raising the same amount of money but from a shrinking
pool of donors. in truth, | think that's understandable during
a year when so many families faced economic challenges,
but | do want to keep an eye on this to make sure that we
move quickly to a more sustainable path.

| realize that our typical appeal model will be challenged by
fewer parishioners in the pews this year, which is why I'm
proud to share that the capable and determined CCF staff
will be providing each parish with additional tools and
resources to help you connect with your parishioners in
2021. We will also move the public in-pew phase of the
2021 Catholic Charities Appeal to the weekend of
February 20th and 21st (it was originally scheduled for
the first week of February) so as to provide you more
time to commune the important message of Catholic
Charities to the faithful.
